An Extract “ The Madras Mail”, dated the 24th January 1919

“RABBI CHATTAMPILLAI - AIYA’
A Distinguished Scholar

A remarkable personality has been removed from Tinnervely by
the death, at midnight on Thursday, the 16t instant, of Mr.
Chattampillai - Aiya, a very old resident of Prakasapuram, in the
Tinnervely district. Born in 1823, at Korkai, the capital of an ancient
Pandya King, he had been bapitised with the name Arumainyakam,
but in his youth by his learning and attainments he earned the
honorific title of Chattampillai - Aiya and ever afterwards he was
better known by his title than by his actual name. Educated at the
S.P.G. Seminary at Sawyerpuram, under the late Rev.Dr.G.U.Pope, he
was learned in English, Latin, Greek, Hebrew and Aramaic and was
selected for the Ministry in the Church. But his great attachment to the
Judaistic system of theology and his abhorrence of some of the early
Christian heresies led him ultimately to decline the call and gave up
his connection with the Church. In 1850 he proceeded to Madras,
where he came into intimate contact with a learned India Missionary

from Tinnevelly, whose influence led him in.
